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I spent Easter at work, a twelve hour day,
but during the beginning of the day I over-
heard a conversation that gave me plenty to
think about all day. One of my co-workers ment-
ioned to another that he really didn't believe
in Jesus because if anyone had really been that
powerful corrupt authorities of that time would
never have been able to crucify Him. He would
have raised a great army and conquered the world.
And I got to thinking what would have happened
if The Nazarene had NOT allowed Himself to be
crucified, because, of course, the young man was
right. Had He chosen not to do so, no power
then existing could have stood against Him. He
would have called His people to arms, and in bat-
tle after battle the mighty forces of Rome would
have fallen before Him.

His armies then would have swept over the
known world and probably into places little known
in His time.

And while He lived, perhaps another sixty or
seventy years, Hlis empire would be a place of
prosperity and gocod will, the envy of the rest
of the world.

But then He would have died, and His Heir, or
Heirs would perhaps, for a couple of generations
do quite well. But slowly, surely, discourse
would build up, arguments over doctrine and
custom would begin to split The Empire apart.
And in five or sixX generations the Empire would
be fragmented, and each fragment would be trying
through force of arms, to make their particular
doctrine the dominant one in the world.

Little would be different than it is now,
except the players would have different names,
but the world would still be divided and the
true spiritual base that The Nazarene created
through His sacrifice in Jerusalem would not
exist. Mankind would have the spiritual teaching,
but not the example of how far one ought to go
in the service of that ideal. And the very basis
of Christianity as we now know it, wouldn't
exist.

I think by creating His Empire, His kingdom
in the Spiritual Realm, rather than the material
The Nazarene created something fare more endur-
ing, FAR more important than a material empire.

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In our last issue we mentioned a rock group
in The Spirit Realm. Much interest has been re-
ceived for more information on them. The follow-
ing is a rough proximity of the bio sheet sent
out to new fans in The Spirit Realm that should
answer some of these questions.

Musical groups tend to last longer in The
Spirit Realm than they do in the material realm.
Back around 1975 a group of talented performers
got together and formed Bach, Beethoven and
Brahms Plus One. Within three months they rocket-
ed to the peak of popularity and have been trav-
elling at warp speed around The Spirit Realm
ever since, giving anywheres from three to five
concerts a week plus making television appear-
ances, radio spots and movies. But the boys, as
they are often called, so enjoy what they do and
the pleasure that it brings others, that they
seldom take a break from their hectic schedule.

They are commanded by lead singer and guitar-
ist Nikki, who spent his last lifetime in Greece.
Born at the turn of the century he was a child
prodigy who soon mastered many instruments, and
was a rising star in his country's entertainment
circles until influenza took his life around
1918.

He followed a solo career in The Spirit
Realm until he met the group's second member,
who only refers to himself as G, and they began
to work on the idea of a rock and roll band us-
ing classical music as their base rhythms but
giving it a modern beat.

G was born in Italy in the 1930s, and had
carried on a musical career there, though of
little note. Though it had provided him with a
modest income until he died in a fall from a
balcony during an impromptu performance.

They recruited Will, an English keyboard and
sax player often called "Scarlet", who had had a
career in rock and roll but kept the facts of
his lifetime rather secretive, as he had been
involved in a tragic family situation which
eventually led to his suicide when his music car-
eer was just becoming promising.

He introduced the others to a drummer from
Australia who also gave good vocal backup, named
Christopher. Christopher had also performed in
local bands in the late 60s and early 70s, and
would have been a rising star in the Australian
music industry, had not he contracted polio from
his girlfriend, and despite the best efforts of
the local physicians succumbed to the disease.

The group's great renditions of popular rock
and roll songs, plus their own varied creations
have kept them on the top of the charts for
years.

Their very first song together, "Rock A Bye
Beethoven," was an instant success. They went on
to produce such songs as their tribute to Elvis,
"Wikki Wack Wail," "This Is Just Country," "I'm
In Love With My Postman."

They are also known for their movie theme
songs such as "We Gotta Go Go Go Go Go And Save
That Whale," "The Ballad Of William Walker,"
"Death's Hungry Gun,'" "The Billionaire Beach
Bums,'" "The Beach Bums Return," just to name a
few. ~

In 1990 The Spirit World was rocked when Will
reincarnated and the band recruited another
English keyboard and sax player to replace him.

Matthew, whose last lifetime had ended in the
1950s at the ripe old age of 60, has been a jazz
performer most of his life and had not done much
rock and roll in The Spirit Realm, and many
critics thought the band could never continue

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ASHTARIAN SORROW CONTINUED
OCTOBER 16, 1994

A small Ashtarian ship has violated the
Earth blockade and landed. It must have come
in very slowly over a period of weeks showing
very little energy. It was only detected as it
was entering the Earth's atmosphere. Ships of
The Galactic Forces scrambled immediately to
intercept it, but were not able to reach it un-
til after it had landed.

Three Earth vehicles had met it and its
crew had scattered in these, each with two hu-
man assocliates.

Jesse Torres of Fargo, North Dakota, asks,
"How can a Soul be saved from The Second Death
by merely accepting that it has done wrong,
and, asking forgiveness?"

It doesn't, always. Sometimes a stubborn
Soul waits too long and even when it realizes
its errors it is too late.

But this Soul, this child
that had once been loved by God was gone, was
gone forever, and I found I could not hate them
any more. I could not forget what they had done,
but I could not send my wrath against them any
more, and destroy another of God's children.

And my children understood without my even
asking them. They knew God's will as well as I."

I don't think there could be a better ex-
planation of why Souls forgive the evil done to
them in the material form. At least I have
never heard one that moved me more. It made
very clear the Ancient Teachings of how impor-
tant it is to forgive your enemies, seek just-
ice, yes, but do not do so in hate, for when
justice is done in this world a harsher judg-
ment of their own making awaits in The World
To Come.

PART 10- DRUG TRAFFICKING

In The Spiritist Republic dealing in illegal
drugs was considered a crime worse than murder.
For it damaged society, as well as the individ-
ual, and it did not kill the individual quickly,
but over a period of years.

The manufacture, either by growing or other
means, the transportation or sale of illegal
drugs was punishable by death on the first of-
fense. The USE of illegal drugs was punishable
the first time by a long period of punishment
with counseling, the second time with execu-
tion.

We received this IMPORTANT statement from
Eloise Ockert of Jamaica, New York.

This concerns Robin Quivers, Howard Sterns'
co-host, and my daughter, LeaAnn (pronounced
LeAnn.

Robin Quivers now has a book out entitled
"Ouivers-A Life". I have had it very hard as a
single parent and living month to month on
public assistance. Robin was/is my daughter's
Big Sister through The Big Brothers program (as
described in Robin's book)...WHAT is described

in horrific detail is an exaggerated, out of pro-

portion story of my dysfunctional relationship
with my daughter Lea.

T will be first to admit, "Yes, I know I have
a problem. The Bureau of Child Welfare (BCW) now
entitled The Child Welfare Administration (CWA)
has been involved with me since my daughter was
around 4%. She, as stated earlier, is now 19!
CWA is STILL involved with me; with my now eight
year old son Raymond!

The first two workers involved with my case
proved MORE dysfunctional than my failing rela-
tionship with my daughter Lea Ann. They were
working together.

#1. The worker, whose name I unfortunately,
can't recall, told me (in reference to Public
Assistance, "Well, what you really need is a
man to help you out."” (i.e. financially!) Be-
lieve it or not, worker #2 agreed!

#2 . Worker #2 came by one morning, alone, and
informed me if you ever need money, when you
receive your food stamps let me know. I know a

cash checking place that will buy them from you."

A short time later I started Junior College
Worker #1 informed me I could call her anytime.
I did call...one time...to inform her I was
having it hard with my astronomy class. She then
reprimanded me for not taking biology. Just then
the nickel went down and cut me off. I could go
on and ONsesase

Big Brothers knew I was having problems!
Heidi M., Lea's FIRST Big Sister, knew it-

SO did Robin! No one tried to assist me in my
problems, they accelerated! My story in Robin's
book starts on Page 295 and ends on Page 300!
All lies!

Robin mentions The Drug Dealers holding open
the door for her on the Queensbridge Projects.
Drug Dealers are evident throughout all NYC,
moreso in CIty Projects. Robin has it sound like
it was something I intentionally let happen.
(The Projects base rent on income; gas/electric
are included with the rent!) Robin also makes it
seem like I sat back while Lea ran off! I did go
to court to issue a PINS warrant on her, BUT on

one week to the day Lea left, someone attacked me

in an attempt to kill me to kidnap my son, Ray-
mond. As a result, due to Criminal Endangerment,
I ended up staying with my son's godmother for
eight months, as under criminal endangerment I
was permitted to transfer to another City Proj-
ect, BUT only under criminal endangerment ONLY!
As a result I was unable to place the PINS war-
rant on Lea Ann, as my friend, who was under
tremendous strain from her two oldest sons giv-
ing her similar problems, didn't want Lea in her
home.

On page 300 Robin claims for two weeks Lea
Ann was going. between her and Heidi- she fails
to state that my sister and her husband begged
them to watch her as previous to this they had
planned a trip to Florida- they didn't want to
cancel their trip! SO much for family coming
rirste!

The worker Robin speaks about that botched
the case was the only accurate remark she made.

CWA canceled the Court Case against me
due to lack of evidence! If the case hadn't
been canceled, I had NO intention of lying-
as I DID want help- CWA JUST presumed I'd
lie!

In order for Foster Care procedures to
work out, as Rose Ann (my sister) and my
husband had wanted to take Lea Ann in under
Foster Care- CWA wanted me to sign legal docu-
mentation to have Lea Ann placed in a Diag-
nostic Center; a Children's Psychiatric
Hospital- I refused to do so, as I felt that
though my daughter did need help, a Psychi-
atric Children's Hospital was NOT her answer.
Despite all the problems Lea was/is a high
achiever; she was an A/B student- had ex-
cellent grades in both math AND science! Lea
has/had an avid interest in the dramatic
arts and under her OWN actions has profession-
ally acted and modeled. Any child who can
achieve all this before age 15 is NOT 1in my
opinion, of psychiatric observation. The
problem between us has been outside inter-
ference. (And, still is!)

Lea Ann, (last I heard) has now fully
abandoned her family- until Robin's book- no
one- including my sister, has heard from her-
from what I understand, Robin is financially
supporting her. I was told Robin gives
Lea Ann $1000.00 a month to live on, buys her
clothes, etc. Robin even moved into a 2 bed-
room apartment on the upper Eastside of
Manhattan, just SO Lea Ann could have her
OWN ROOM!

Robin concludes on page 304- after three
years Lea's brother was removed FROM the
home. My son Raymond has Attention Deficit
HyperActive DisOrder- and was removed due to
severe behavioral problems- after a year and
a half of psychiatric observation he is now
residing at Green Chimneys- a therapeutic
boarding school- as I'd like to think of it-
in upstate New York. It is an actual farm
and despite some problems with medication
adjustment is doing quite well!

In conclusion I do want to be reunited
with my daughter- BUT it looks bleak. YES I've
tried to get in touch with the talk shows,
but have been constantly turned down. Thanks
for listening. Eloise Ockert.

P.S. With the help of my current therapist
I have finally been directed to parenting
classes.
